How do I register my child?  

¶ Attend a kindergarten registration event  

at your neighborhood elementary school, or  

¶ Register your child at a different time by 

visiting the Education Services Center, 

5776 S. Crocker St., Littleton, CO  80120.  

When do I register?  

Schools begin registering children for  

kindergarten in early February.  Call your 

school for specific dates and times of kindergarten registration, or 

visit www.littletonpublicschools.net.  

What do I need to bring with me?  

When you register your child at either your school or the Education 

Services Center, please bring the following items for your child:  

¶ Birth certificate;  

¶ Immunization records;  

¶ Proof of residency  

      (house contract, deed, or lease agreement);  

¶ Contact information to include on  

      emergency cards, etc.  

 

Do I have to live in the Littleton Public Schools  

district or in the neighborhood of my school of 

choice? 

No.  LPS welcomes out-of -district students, and we work with  

families to accommodate in -district optional enrollment whenever 

possible. Contact the LPS elementary school of your choice and ask 

about open enrollment and/or in -district optional enrollment  

opportunities.

Writing  

 

¶ Help your child practice writing his or her name.  

¶ Practice writing notes, letters, and stories, even if your child 

uses pretend writing or scribble writing.  

¶ Allow your child to dictate stories and letters or notes while 

you write them down.  

 

Mathematics  

Kindergarten math builds the 

groundwork for later mathematical 

understandings. Working with ob-

jects and manipulatives, grouping, 

sorting, problem solving, patterning, 

and estimating are all part of the 

kindergarten curriculum:  

¶ Play counting games with M&Ms 

 and number bingo 

¶ Sort and group laundry,  

 silverware, cereal pieces, 

 socks, candy, rocks, seashells  

¶ Practice address and phone  

 number 

¶ Practice writing numbers to ten  

¶ Create patterns with simple  

 objects  

 

Creative Expression  

Children at the kindergarten level need to have their creative skills 

challenged. Exposure to many types of learning helps to develop the 

whole child.  

¶ Encourage your childõs natural curiosity about his or her world 

by asking questions and pointing out things to see, hear, touch, 

taste and smell.  

¶ Encourage painting, use clay, draw with chalk, use markers, and 

crayons. 

¶ Encourage dramatic play such as pretending, playing dress -up, 

setting up housekeeping, playing school, and playing with small 

objects, such as cars, blocks, etc.  

¶ Sing songs, dance, listen to all types of music, and play rhythm 

instruments.  

¶ Tell stories or have your child finish a story you start.  

 

Getting Ready for Kindergarten!  
 

At Littleton Public Schools, we pride ourselves on kindergarten  

programs that are child -centered and meet the needs of the whole 

child. Children receive a balanced program to meet their individual 

needs for cognitive, social, emotional, and physical growth. Our goal 

is to start our youngest learners on the road to a lifetime of suc-

cess through a love of learning.  

 

The state of Colorado funds all 

half -day and a few full -day kin-

dergarten programs in its public 

schools.  Because we believe 

strongly in the importance of 

early childhood education, all 

LPS elementary schools also of-

fer a variety of full -day kinder-

garten options.  Some are  

tuition -based, and some are 

free, funded through state and 

federal monies.  

 

Students are eligible for kin-

dergarten if they turn five 

years of age on or before  

October 1 of the year of  

enrollment.  

 

First Steps...  
 

Kindergarten today is more academic and more challenging than 

programs of the past.  While still based on an atmosphere of play, it 

is the kind of learning play that teaches children to think, solve 

problems, share ideas, and learn language development skills.  As 

your childõs first teachers, you can help prepare your child for  

kindergarten.  

 

Language Arts  

Listening, speaking, reading, and writing are all important to your 

childõs development and success in school. 

¶ Talk with your child and listen carefully to what he or she says 

so you can have meaningful conversations with your child.  

¶ Read aloud with your child every day for at least 30 minutes.  

¶ Encourage your child to predict what will happen while reading 

stories and to retell the story.  

¶ Show your child you value reading and how important it is in 

your life by modeling reading daily.  

¶ Play rhyming games with words.  

¶ Point out words in their environment such as òStop,ó 

òMcDonalds,ó etc. 

Social and Emotional  

Childrenõs social and emotional well-being is an integral part of their 

academic success. It is very important for them to be excited 

about coming to school and 

to know that school will be a 

safe, nurturing, and fun ex-

perience.  

¶ Arrange play times with 

other young children to 

foster social skills. 

While the children are 

playing, encourage prob-

lem solving, compromising, and sharing.  

¶ Stick to a schedule at home as the school day will be full of rou-

tines. Remember that young children need 10 ð12 hours of sleep 

each night.  

¶ Help your child learn to listen, follow directions, and wait for a 

turn. If you child has trouble, ask him or her to repeat the di-

rections back to you and to try again. Have your child practice 

not interrupting when adults are talking.  

¶ Give your child simple household tasks to help teach  

responsibility.  

¶ Teach your child to dress him or herself, tie shoes, use the 

bathroom without help, and put away belongings.  

¶ Praise your childõs efforts, even if results are not òperfect.ó 

¶ Give hugs and kisses every day.  

¶ Display your childõs work to show your pride in his or her accom-

plishments.  

¶ Visit the school and come to the playground during the summer 

before kindergarten begins.  

¶ Help your child learn to interact respectfully with his or her 

teachers and caregivers.  

¶ Encourage your child to learn self -control through praise and 

patience, knowing that self -control will develop throughout the 

kindergarten year.  

¶ Talk about kindergarten in positive terms in front of your child 

even if you are nervous about your child starting school. Your 

child will sense your uneasiness and this could affect his or her 

enthusiasm for school.
