Arapahoe High School Jazz Ensemble 

Selected to Perform at State Music Convention
Littleton, Colorado – The Arapahoe High School Jazz Ensemble I has been selected to perform a featured concert at the 2003 Colorado Music Educators Association (CMEA) Annual Clinic Conference, to be held at the Broadmoor Hotel in Colorado Springs January 23-25, 2003.  Jazz I will present their special concert from 1:30 to 2:45 p.m. on Thursday, January 23 at the International Center-South. They will also perform in the CMEA President’s College Concert sometime between 8:00 and 9:45 p.m. on Friday, January 24th at the International Center. 

Public school bands, orchestras, and choirs are selected to perform at the CMEA Clinic Conference based upon audition tapes that are submitted to CMEA in the Spring, and are evaluated by a panel of experienced teachers and musicians.  Two high school jazz ensembles are selected to perform each year. 

A preview concert of the Arapahoe Jazz Ensemble I CMEA performance will take place at the Downtown Littleton Town Hall Arts Center (2450 W. Main Street) on Tuesday, January 21, 2003 at 7:00 p.m.  A special appearance by the Dry Creek Dixie Dawgs will take place at the concert.  They, too, will perform at the CMEA Concerts at the Broadmoor.  Preview concert tickets cost $5.00 and are available by calling Dr. Ed Cannava, Arapahoe’s Director of Bands, at 303-347-6031. 

The Arapahoe Jazz Ensemble I will perform at CMEA for the first time in school history.  Jazz ensemble I is one of the jazz bands at Arapahoe. Students in grades nine through twelve are selected to Jazz I by audition.  Many of their members take private lessons and are very accomplished musicians.
